Pay Entitlements

Combat Tax Exclusion:  The amount labeled as FITW (Federal 

Income Tax Withholding) will no longer be deducted.  Medicare and Social Security will still be deducted.

Imminent Danger Pay:  $225

Family Separation Pay:  $250  (Only for married Marines 

and/or Marines who are single parents who have full physical custody of their child/children; and service member to service member marriages who established a household before deployment.)

Hardship Duty Pay (Location):  $100

Deployment Per Diem:  $3.50 per day (for a 30 day month 

$105)

Comrats:  $254.46 (added for those Marines not previously 

in receipt, all others maintain comrat/BAS throughout the deployment)

The amount deposited on 30 August and 15 September will be high as the disbursing system processes and backdates the additional benefits that the Marines are entitled too.  September 30th’s paycheck should be representative of the amount that will be received throughout the rest of the deployment.
